Apologies: N Freshwater and R Watters, Police Scotland
There were no declarations of interest.
The minutes of the February meeting were proposed by C Collins and seconded by R Gilmour.
The police report listed issues including theft, housebreaking, driving using a mobile phone, driving without insurance and shoplifting.
Community Action Plan (CAP)
The CAP will be launched at the Better Place to Live Fair (BPTLF). 3000 printed copies will be distributed locally. KLEO have kindly offered to help with this. CAP to have meeting with RS to map out a plan to take this forward. DW to contact RS. Invoices for CAP to be chased and DW will speak to R McConnell about this.  RG can maybe help out at BPTLF with DW.
CAP will be ‘converted’ into a Place Plan document – Planning dept have promised to consult with CCs who have a Place Plan and will come to a CC meeting. They must take account of Place Plan which is almost ready. PDF will go online for feedback/comments. Public Consultation at BPTLF and then deadline end of April with the Council. If Milnathort CC require additions then they are welcome to contribute. 
We were oversubscribed by a huge amount of housing in LDP1 & LDP2. It is clear that BCA site is wanted for retail, not housing. It is the last available brownfield site. Review of flooding in that area is ongoing by PKC. General consensus is no more housing is wanted on prime agricultural land. 
Discussion on local provision for more houses: school is not at capacity. There is no NHS provision level taken into account, regardless of size of population, so not a factor. Sewerage has capacity (Milnathort). Local Place Plan suggests that we need more infrastructure. Roads cannot cope with more housing. Pot holes need more than the temporary repairs they are getting. 
WR suggested embargo on any development north of Springfield Road without access to the motorway. Should be access west of the M90 to J6 as part of any new development. Recent incident at Muirs showed how cut off we are when Muirs is blocked.  We need a proper road from Milnathort to join the motorway at J6. A91 – A977.
Budget
Roundabout at Muirs would cost £1 million to put in. Funding will be allocated if the lights cause serious road traffic issues on Muirs. Eric Drysdale (Leader of the Council) has said this (it is recorded).
Planning
Burleigh Spa Development and lodges. March PAN showed there were 103 lodges being applied for, which could house up to 8 people in each. Worrying. MoPs were concerned for more agricultural land being built on. Another PAN in April after March feedback.
Councillors’ Reports
D Cuthbert
£15 million budget deficit. 8.9% to be added to council tax. 
Road Safety measures – last year there were only 2 jobs completed (pedestrian crossings in Milnathort). Kinross population has doubled in last 40 years.  Focus seems to be on Glasgow/Edinburgh and not rural areas.
We also have a huge deficit in the social care budget.
